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Bottom Line Conclusions

In 2020, Texas Democrats in competitive races underperformed among
unaligned voters, especially Anglos, by being portrayed as ideologically extreme
and a risk versus a “reliable” Republican.

Incumbent Democrats had a larger Democratic base and a record of service to
overcome attacks. Challengers running in harder districts had neither.

To win GOP-held seats or to compete statewide, Texas Democratic candidates
must build a stronger and more reliable coalition that reflects mainstream values of
